WRECKSWRECKS
The wrecks are located just a 20-
25 minute walk up the beach from 
Tangalooma Island Resort. We 
recommend a hat, sunscreen and 
water as there are no facilities at 
the wrecks.

BEWARE OF 
STRONG CURRENTS 
& POSSIBLE INJURY 
AT THE WRECKS 

While the wrecks are close to the 
beach please be careful when 
trying to swim across as a strong 
current sweeps between the 
wrecks and the beach when the 
tide is running, so don’t try and 
swim against it. The Tangalooma 
wrecks are an unpatrolled beach 
meaning there are no lifesavers on 
duty. We recommend that guests 
join a Guided Wrecks Tour.
